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As part of the July 13, 2011, Business Meeting, the Energy Commission adopted the
Guidelines for California's Solar Electric Incentive Programs (Senate Bill 1), Fourth
Edition. These Guidelines establish eligibility criteria, conditions for incentives, and
equipment rating standards for all ratepayer-funded solar electric programs in California.
